Mr. George Smith:
My name is Kyle Garrett and I work at the Pension Rights Center.  I am responding to your inquiry.  I see that you are requesting assistance with determining your rights to a pension from your employment with the Jinx Corporation.  I understand that although you worked for Jinx Corporation for about nine years, the current pension plan has no record of your employment.

If you do not already have a Social Security Earnings Report, certifying your earnings and work history in Social Security covered employment, you should consider requesting such a report.  This report will be valuable in showing your work history with Jinx Corporation.  You may obtain a report by submitting a written request via a form SSA 7050.  If you have Internet access, the proper form to make the request for Social Security Earnings Information is available at: http://www.ssa.gov/online/ssa-7050.html.  I have enclosed the form 7050 for your convenience.
Be sure to fill out this form carefully and thoroughly. You should make your request for your earnings between the period covering your years of service (adding a year before and after your employment), in order to get complete records.  The fee chart indicates what you will pay in order to get the earnings information for those years, and it will cost an additional $15 to have the report certified.  You should pay for this service with a personal check and, once it has been cashed, retain a copy of the check (front and back). The back of the check will display the Administrations control number which may be useful in tracking your request, should it take longer than expected.  Reports typically take several weeks.

When you have the appropriate records of your employment, you should write a letter to the plan to demonstrate your years of service.  I hope this information has been of some help.  If you need further assistance in the future, please contact me at 202-296-3776.
