We are writing to formally close your case with the Pension Rights Center.  It has been our pleasure representing you before the A&T Corporation Defined Benefit Plan and we are thrilled that the matter has been successfully resolved to your satisfaction.

In our representative capacity we established communications with the plan, obtained plan documents, calculated multiple benefit estimates (both in-house and through the use of external consultants) and submitted a detailed written claim for benefits.  We also conducted extensive research into the relevant laws and the corporate affiliations of A&T Corporations and its affiliated service groups, resulting in our submission of a detailed amendment to your claim for benefits.  Our resulting negotiations with the plan’s administrators yielded a settlement agreement.  Your financial adviser, Bill Plum, notified us that $91,956 had been successfully transferred into your IRA as of October 24, 2007.  This payment represents the full amount A&T agreed to pay pursuant to the signed agreement.

We estimate that over the past two years well over 200 hours have been dedicated to favorably resolving your matter.  As a non-profit organization we do not charge for our services; however, we welcome and encourage our friends to make tax-deductible donations.
