I have enjoyed working with you very much, and I am sorry that we were not able to do more to secure additional benefits for you.  As I mentioned during our conversation today, the UFCW determined that your employment after you left Safeway in 1984 did not earn you additional benefit credits because you did not work for employers that contributed to the pension plan. 
A review of the pension plan document indicates that the calculation for your monthly pension benefit is determined by multiplying the number of benefit credits you earned by a monthly pension amount, which varies according to how much your employer contributed to the pension fund.  The UFCW determined that your employment with Safeway from 1962 through 1974 earned you 10.1680 benefit credits.  Additionally, Safeway contributed $0.65 per hour, which corresponds with a monthly pension benefit of $15.00 per month.  Therefore, 10.1680 benefit credits x $15.00 = $152.50.  Rounded up, this amounts to a monthly pension benefit of $153.00 a month, which is what you are currently receiving.
