I specifically request complete copies of the Summary Plan Description, including summaries of material modifications, and the complete Plan Document as they were in effect on Mr. Doe’s last hour of service under the plan, and the present documents if different.

These requests are made pursuant to Sections 104 and 503 of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA) and applicable Department of Labor Regulations.  As you will see from the attached letter and receipts, a similar request was first sent via certified mail to two Cox Enterprises Pension Plan mailing addresses on October 26, 2006, and received by your offices on October 29, 2006 and October 30, 2006.
